Å(a) to every person whose practice involves or 
includes the production, processing, handling, 
use, holding, storage, transport or disposal of 
natural and artificial radioactive material and 
devices emitting ionising radiation;

Functions of AEC (s.9)

ÅDefine the exposures of ionizing radiation that 
are excluded from the application of this Act on 
the basis of their not being amenable to 
regulatory control;

ÅIssue authorizations and grant exemptions for the 
possession and use of radiation sources

ÅDefine the detailed obligations, including 
financial conditions ,to be imposed on persons 
who undertake any practice under this Act.
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AEC Functions

ÅConduct inspections to assess radiation safety 
and security conditions and compliance with this 
Act and the regulations and others requirements 
specified in an authorization.

ÅTake such actions as is necessary to enforce the 
requirements of this Act and of any regulation or 
Authorizations;

ÅEnsure that corrective actions is taken if unsafe or 
potentially unsafe conditions are detected.
